I am contacting you in regard to the proposed biofuel mandate legislation in Iowa, and asking you to vote against all fuel mandate legislation. While I support renewable energy efforts in Iowa, eliminating consumers’ choice with biofuel mandates interferes with our 

free market system and will lead to increased fuel costs for Iowans.
 
If you eliminate the competitive market structure, what check and balance do you have to keep fuel costs as low as possible? In Minnesota, where they recently administered a biodiesel mandate, the cost of diesel fuel is on average 7 cents to 9 cents per gallon higher than fuel costs here in our state.  In these difficult economic times, nobody wants to pay more at the pump and many simply cannot afford to do so.
 
In 2006, the Iowa Renewable Fuels Standard was established to encourage consumer demand and create the necessary infrastructure to market more renewable fuel in our state. This legislation has been effective and created a competitive market position for renewable fuels in Iowa.
 
Our state’s leadership position with renewable fuels must be driven first and foremost 

by public interest. I urge you to support Iowan’s right for fuel choice and oppose biofuel mandates. That’s the only responsible way to build a sustainable renewable fuel industry
